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Emergency Medieine. 1ts primary goals are to promote,
facilitate, and coordinate research in emergency medicine
within Europe and around the world. The goal of REPEM
15 to study patients related to, but not imited to, PEM
to provide emergeney medicine with stronger scientific
tundamentals. It currently has 29 members from 20 sites
that are based in 15 countnes — Belgum, Franee, Hungary,
[taly, Northemn Ireland, Israel, Netherlands, Portugal, Saudi
Arabia, Scotland, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Turkey, and
Wales. These sites together have an esumated annual
census of 800000 children. Studies have included a mulo-
national survey on the organization of pediatric EDs in
Europe [19] and a randomized controlled tnal companng
normal saline to Ringer’s lactate for rapid intravenous
rchvdration in children.

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Next steps and looking into the future

T'he inaugural meetung of PERN showed that there 15 a
commaon desire for high-quality research and the dissemi-
nation of this research to improve health and outcomes of
acutely 11l and injured children and vouths throughout the
world. At present, the PERN group 1s in the final stages
of developing a protocol to assess HIN1 risk factors with
the collecnon of retrospective data anticipated to begin in
March 2010. Several members of PERN will be gathering
at the International Conference on Emergency Medicine
in Singapore, where the group will be presenting informa-
tion about the HIN1 initative. The PERN group is
planning to bring together all five networks later in 2010 to
discuss future global collaborations.

Currently, PERN comprises representatives from four of six
World Health Organization regions. We would encourage
and support involvement and/or initianon of similar local
networks from the remaining resions of Afriea and Sonrh-
